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Red Clay Consolidated School
District Guidelines for
Choice Termination

Choice Termination for Out of District Students

Attendance: A student is eligible for choice
termination if he/she has at least 10 days
unexcused absent or ten days unexcused
tardy. A student is also eligible for choice
termination if he/she has 25 or more absences
or tardies, excused or unexcused. A visiting
teacher referral must be initiated when a
student has reached ten days unexcused
absence. A VT referral for ten days tardy is
not required.

Academic Performance: A student is eligible
for choice termination if he/she fails to meet
the district or State criteria for promotion to the
next grade.

Behavior: A student is eligible for choice
termination if he/she has at least three out of
school suspensions, a combination of at least
five in or out of school suspensions or one or
more serious violations of the code of conduct.
Serious violations are considered to be actions
that jeopardize the safety of students or staff.

Choice Termination for In-district Students

In-district students may have their choice
enrollment terminated for failure to meet the
district standards for attendance and/or
behavior. An in-district student is not eligible
for choice termination based only on academic
performance.

In-district students will be judged by the same
standards as out-of-district students for atten-
dance and behavior. The procedures outlined
above are applicable for in district students.

About the SAT  (from www.PrincetonReview.com)

Most colleges require the SAT for admissions and may use it to
award scholarships. The SAT is given 7 times per year, lasts for
3 hours and 45 minutes and costs about $43 to take. Many
students take the SAT during the fall or spring of their junior year.
You can also take it in the fall of your senior year, just be sure
you take it before your application and scholarship deadlines!

How is the SAT scored?

There are 3 sections: Critical Reading, Math, and Writing score.
Each section is scored from 200 to 800. The lowest score you
can get on the SAT is a 600; the highest score is a 2400. The
national average score per section is 500.

How important are SAT scores?

The weight placed on SAT scores varies from school to school.
Colleges and universities also consider high school grade point
average and academic transcript, letters of recommendation,
interviews, and personal essays when deciding on admissions.
In addition, virtually all U.S. colleges and universities will
accept ACT scores in lieu of SAT scores. For more specific
information about the weight of your scores, contact the
admissions offices at the schools you apply to.

SAT Subject Tests (formerly known as SAT Il Tests)
Most selective colleges require 1 - 3 SAT Subject Tests.

SAT Subject Tests are an hour long and consist entirely of
multiple-choice questions. You can take an SAT Subject Test

at any point in your high school career. Many take math Subject
Tests in the fall of their senior year. Other tests, like sciences and
languages, should be taken right after finishing related subjects
in school.

Helpful Hints for Saving Files:
Our newer Dell computers run Windows XP and the older ones Win-
dows 98. The newer have Office 2003 and older ones have Office 2000.
If you have Office 2007 on your home computer, you can save documents
as a 2003 version in order to view it or use our converter.

Always save important files in several different places. Save in your
personal My Documents folder on our network as well as to a USB flash
drive.

Floppy disks are the least reliable medium. Make sure you have a
back-up copy of your document somewhere else: My Documents folder,
CD-RW, USB flash drive, home computer. (USB flash drives only work on
computers with Windows XP operating system).

One of the safest ways to move your documents back and forth
between school and home computer is to e-mail them to yourself as an
attachment or use Google Docs’ Word function.

At school, we only support documents that use Microsoft Word for
word processing. If you have Works or WordPerfect at home, please save
it in another format: as a Word document, Rich Text Format or Text Only.
Otherwise, no one will be able to view your hard work.

PowerPoint files are often too large to save to a floppy. Make sure your
project is saved in your My Documents folder. The best way to get it
safely between school and home is via flash drive or e-mail.

Because of our security software, nothing can be saved to the
omputer’s desktop or hard drive. It automatically saves to your My

Spectator Code of Conduct
